ANNUAL REPORT FROM HKCPMA CHAIRMAN

In April 2010, Hong Kong Community Psychological Medicine Association Limited has organized a Certificate Course Lecture Series (in collaboration with Glaxo-SmithKline Hong Kong) on Mood Disorders at the Grand Ballroom of Eaton Hotel, Yau-Ma-Tei, Kowloon. The aim of this activity is to increase the awareness of local doctors working in Primary Care setting about the importance of early detection of mood disorders in their daily clinical practice.
This series involves a broad-spectrum of professionals including private psychiatrists, University psychiatrist, overseas Paediatrician with special interest in ADHD, family medicine specialist, and local family doctors.
From January 2010 onwards, Hong Kong Community Psychological Medicine Association has started to organize continuous medical education activities for all doctors working in Hong Kong in order to improve their knowledge base for management of common psychiatric and mood disorders in the community. There are monthly lunch meetings, so that more local doctors could be benefited to study here for learning in an easily accessible way.
Hong Kong Community Psychological Medicine Association will be holding more mood disorder workshops in the forthcoming years for member doctors. There will be the second HKCPMA Certificate Course on Mood Disorder Management Dos and Don’ts for doctors with special interests in Community Psychological Medicine. There are five-day series of interactive lectures to teach private doctors how to do no harm and treat their patient right.

Last but not least, we are planning to hold a Beat Drug Education programme series by submitting our application for Beat Drug Fund in order to increase the local awareness of substance abuse management in our daily clinical practice. Hopefully we can draw attention from local parent- teacher associations to join hands with HKCPMA to fight against this number one problem in Hong Kong younger population.
